XXXIX (1920), 77, the brief
note by Mr. S. T\ Byington on the meaning of ‘pim’in 1 Sam.13 21.
Mr. Byington may not be aware that I advanced this inter-
pretation in the Quarterly Statement of the PEF., April 1914,
in the following words: “The attitude of the LXX is clear that
they read ]WWL)P v as 5,:»::; 2"5L" and the verse is therefore:
2NN DWTIPO SpR ORI DNN MANnd oD DR AR
12777 “for the sharpening of the QMANY MMM the fee was one
pim and for the }2VIT 2879 DWITIP one third of a shekel
(compare 5;7?2:'! oY Nehemiah 9)°”.
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
